Draft Terms of Reference

________________________________________________________________

Purpose

The fundamental purpose of the research network is to support the research and information needs of One Barnsley and its Delivery Partnerships. It supports the data requirements of the Sustainable Community Strategy and the Local Area Agreement.

Roles and Responsibilities

The One Barnsley Secretariat will chair and co-ordinate the research network and work programme.

Representatives from BMBC Directorates and partner organisations across One Barnsley will meet to deliver the work programme. There will be sub groups of the network to focus on specific pieces of work as appropriate. These will be led by the appropriate officer within the research network.

The Role of the One Barnsley Research Group will be:

1. To operationally manage the delivery of data, information and research work plan.

2. To notify BMBC Strategic Research Network and One Barnsley of any resource requirements arising from activities within the work plan.

3. To operate an agreed protocol for the management of data, information and research and to roll out the BMBC ten point data quality checklist.

4. To promote good research governance and best practice in research across One Barnsley.

5. To establish and support sub groups which will concentrate on specific projects and pieces of work. These will be time limited in line with the project and work to an agreed project plan.

6. To provide a link with Partnerships and other supporting groups within the One Barnsley structure and to support their research needs.

7. To provide influence to other strategic groups and work plans, including BMBC Strategic Research Network and scrutiny.

8. To provide influence to the Barnsley Geographical Community and other associated work streams.

Frequency of Meetings

The research network will meet bi-monthly. This will be reviewed in December 09.

There will be a research conference to showcase good practice across the partnership.

 The Terms of Reference will be reviewed annually as part of the overall annual assessment.
