	Welcomes and Apologies

	Minutes of the Previous Meeting and Matters Arising

HB mentioned she had circulated the questions as on page 2 regarding the One Barnsley review and thanked colleagues for their feedback.  The group agreed the minutes were a true account.  The group had no matters arising.

	Sub-group updates (for information)

TSy mentioned there was a particularly good Heritage Forum meeting recently.  HB informed the group that the BCAP members haven’t met formally since November 08.  We did hold a NI11 event on the 4 December 08 for BCAP members in which Pete Massey from the arts council gave a presentation.   There was a workshop in the afternoon from which the information collected is being put into a document.  PS told the group the over 60’s can access the free swimming with their Passport to Leisure card.  The under 18’s free swimming will be launched 4 April and can be accessed though a new travel pass.  Inclusive fitness has been established but yet to be launched. TSy had thought the free swimming was only for people claiming benefits.  PS talked about the NI8 target going up.  AG asked if the South Yorkshire percentage stayed the same as West Yorkshire.

	Baseline results from Active People Survey (Jayne Venables)

In the Active People’s Survey the sample was boosted from 500 to 2000 households.  There are no restrictions where the survey takes place.  We can only access a quarter of the data on our delivery partner’s websites.  HB asked the question should our partners and representatives from Regional Cultural Agencies for the Arts and Libraries, retrieve and make the data available for us?  HB asked partners to look at the action plan and asked if they felt we are getting enough support from our Regional Agencies?  

JV told members that NI8 for Sport had positive results. Libraries were not that good and need working on.  NI10 Museums also have work to do on their targets.  LD talked about the branding of Cannon Hall and the need for the public to make the association that when they visit the building they are visiting a museum.  AG talked about releasing the statistics from the survey publicly.  PM talked about raising awareness in surrounding areas.  JV said that the final year of the survey starts in October 09 so our biggest push to achieve our targets starts then.  PS felt there was a discrepancy on the figures for Sport, he asked JV to check and confirm them.  JH offered support to PS by adding into the LAA the plan funding received from the NHS.  PS commented that is a major campaign with major money amounting to 1.6 million.  JV suggested merging with Children Young People & Families.  HB said we can also link in with Fit for the Future and NHS Barnsley to achieve our targets.  RH expressed that the people who the survey will be contacting will be traditionally middle class as they can afford to have a landline telephone.  AG briefly discussed marketing.

	URBACT II – Creative Clusters in low density Urban Areas
HB informed the group that URBACT II European funding scheme links together cities or towns around themes.  The areas involved are Romania, Hungary, Spain, 3 Italian towns, 2 Portuguese towns and in the future possibly a town in Finland.  Barnsley is the only UK partner which is a huge opportunity and a way forward for our town.  HB said there are 2 meetings with members from the URBACT group every year.  We will hold a conference next year in Barnsley for members of URBACT to visit our town.  The Mayor from the host town Óbidos, Portugal will visit in July.  HB will inform members more about this project at the next meeting.  In the mean time HB will circulate the URBACT II brochure for member’s perusal.  HB told the group she is keen for any feedback regarding this.

	Cultural Olympiad and the Newham Partnership

It was discussed last time Cllr Newman mentioned BMBC have allocated £150k annually including a grade 9 officer to support this.  It was suggested we map every event from now to the Olympics in 2012.  Experience Barnsley is also launched in 2012 so branding should include this also.  PM talked about including an Olympic style flame journey in 2012 as part of our celebrations.  JV suggested we include community groups in this.  KG and LD talked about taking their services out to the community rather than sitting down, waiting for the community to come to them.  TS talked about the need to promote each other.  Next meeting HB will bring the mapping.  PS stated the ethos and theme of the Olympics is volunteering.  SG discussed the value of a volunteer and said that a substantial amount of hours last year were worked by people giving up their time.  JB thought the word ‘volunteering’ would deter most people from taking part and suggested a national campaign to change the word.  PM brought up that people may not understand they have actually volunteered when they give up their time to help out somewhere.  JV suggested we hold a Volunteers celebration day to promote it.  PM mentioned a scheme where employees are allowed a certain amount of paid time off work each year, to volunteer.  PM will speak to Joe Micheli and Voluntary Action Barnsley.  It was suggested Berol Cooper Volunteer Centre Manager should attend the next meeting.  TJ said this could link in with Newham if we do an exchange of volunteers.  The membership agreed a project should be developed to focus on volunteering.
