	Neil circulated leaflets which contained the new boundaries. All coordinators have been moved into their new areas and have 2 supporting staff. The road shows are being held in the 21 wards. These are informing residents of the new arrangements and to get feedback and comments.  There is a canvass card which gives a broad assessment of what the priorities are.  There is an expectation that 6,300 residents will be consulted face to face this year. The officers have currently spoken to @3,000.  The 2nd stage of the process needs to be to find out why the residents feel as they do. Neil commented the results had been a lot more positive than 5 years ago.

Neil is going to get in touch with David Keddie from NHS Barnsley as more partner involvement is needed. Need to see if we can use the interim place survey results to support the face to face consultation. There is a shortage of support from the police and from the economic/business field. One option is to look at if the PSOs can get involved.
