	The main recommendations from the report are highlighted in the summary report. A lot of these are already happening in Barnsley. More liaison is suggested with regional and sun regional bodies.  Recommendation 11 was discussed in more detail (making better use of output area classification). It was thought that we already use a number of different boundaries for different purposes, and another layer may not be viable. Some of our existing layers are amalgamations of output areas and other low level geographies. Need to look at links with Total Place (13 pilots including Bradford). It was noted that the One Barnsley Research Network had incorporated most of the recommendations in their terms of reference

	Early guidance is available which makes LAs aware of what they need to do. Looks at how the LEAs will inform Sustainable Community Strategies and LAAs. They should make the connections with the Child Poverty Bill and assessments. This will be a new duty in April 2010 and the assessment will need to be completed 6-9 months after this. The guidance is prescriptive but leaves scope for the local context to be added.
The research network needs to note the guidance. It is envisaged that the BDA will take the lead role but that the research network will have a role in providing evidence and information to support. It was agreed that Shafeek would keep the group informed.

	Place Survey Analysis – Jayne passed round and discussed a presentation for Barnsley. 34% response rate. Perceptions generally declined although perceptions of anti social behaviour very good. For further information and clarity on using the results contact Jayne. The place survey and NIs are available nationally on the CLG website.

The next place survey is 2010 to co inside with the end of the current LAA. We are currently short listing tenders for an interim place survey. This is being commissioned externally.  Jayne is taking a paper on this to CCCIG this week. Jayne to update at next meeting or via email.
Face to face survey – This is being carried out by the neighbourhoods Directorate and will be undertaken in local areas using hand held technology.  Using future jobs fund people.  Phil Hollingsworth is the lead officer. This needs to complement the place survey and interim survey. Any comments on this can be fed to either Jayne or Phil.
CCCIG - Corporate Consultation and Customer Intelligence Group. This is a new group commissioned by the Chief Executive. It includes areas such as complaints, customer service, mystery shopping, community cohesion and engagement as well as consultation. This group is chaired by Kate Roe and oversees outcome 11. This group is council focussed and a separate group is being set up to look at partnership issues. Carol Brady is the link for this.
