	Debbie explained the draft research review paper which had been circulated with the papers. The delivery partnership coordinators where keen to know more about what data was available and to be able to use the network as a point of contact to discuss data issues. To aid with communicating what good work is happening, Network members have agreed to email Debbie with examples of pieces of work. These can then be added to the One Barnsley Outlook, a newsletter which is circulated every 6 weeks across the LSP. The One Barnsley Research Conference will also help with communication.
The current format of the meetings was discussed. It was felt that the research network is the means for officers finding out what was happening at BMBC Strategic Group and allowing the links to be made. It was agreed that this part of the meeting would remain the same. A discussion was had about bringing key topics and pieces of research to the network to allow the group to perform a scrutiny role and debate topics. This would allow an interactive way of providing support and adding value to projects. Suggestions for topics included Strategic Housings area profiling exercise, private sector housing stock survey, disparities of data within area partnerships, trajectories and worrying trends.
It was agreed to pilot this style at the next meeting using the area profiling work being undertaken by Strategic Housing.

Master classes were discussed with the option of inviting in experts and to also utilise the experience and expertise of officers within the network. It was agreed that a skills mapping exercise would be undertake. Debbie to provide template for officers to fill in.
